From there | moved on to produce a
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late night show on Fox FM in Oxford,
then onto do drive on Passion 107.9
also in Oxford. | did a few overnights
on Power FM in Southampton too.
Then | said goodbye to daaaaaan
saaaaaaaarf and moved up to Durham
where | did evening cover on Metro
Radio and weekends on TFM.Then
onto weekends on Hallam FM in
South Yorkshire which is where | am
now!

(I give Becky a fluffy teddy bear at this
stage, she smiles back in one of those
sympathetic ways) What's been your
greatest moment so far in your radio
career?

diva at all but I've known a lot in my
time, all men it has to be said! I'd love
to name and shame but | won't.
(Some candles suddenly appear and a
starter of child minstrels are placed in
front of her, she starts to look round
to make sure there are other people
in the room) So when you are not
on air what do you like to do to
relax?

I'm obsessed with box-sets at the
moment — I'm a late starter on 24,
I'm only on season 6 so | watch that
loads. Dexter is brilliant too. Me and
my husband have got 3 dogs so we
like to walk them. | love going on
holiday too....at Hallam | get called
Judith Charmers and Holiday Hayes.
There are worse things | could be
called!

married before you spend all your
money on a “business lunch” and
gifts).

(Oh the pain as the knife goes in
deeper) So who would you not like
to have in your dream team if you
had your own way at Hallam FM?
