We all have to grow up sometime,
and going “limited"” is just easier on
the tax bills - at least that's what my
accountant tells me!  Over the years
my career has developed, and not
only am | on air as Emma Scott, | run
the Transmission Radio Skool, | am
writing various books and putting on
gigs under the Emma Scott Presents
banner. It just means everything’s
dealt with under the one name.

So where did this amazing journey
start its long tour of our UK stations?
| started in radio back in 1988 at
Chiltern Radio in Bedford. |
managed to get my foot in the door
straight out of school, courtesy of a
Governnment Youth Training scheme.
| did 4 and a half years of admin,
washing up, vox pops, bulk erasing,
tape reclaiming and writing out the
“what'’s on's!”.
