days

You left and soon joined Metro
Radio and TFM where you seemed
to be placed in the wrong time slot
and you also seemed to have lost a
lot of your radio magic with a set
programme of doing things. What do
you remember of those days?

| have to say that TFM (as part of the
Metro deal ) were some of the best
days of my radio career. | loved the
‘Goffy At The Weekend' shows. The
programme controller at that time,
Colin Patterson, just allowed me a
free reign to have fun and that's
exactly what | did. | had an absolute
ball at TFM, and received a fantastic
reaction, and like my show at
Century we made it so local show
and | felt when we went on air their
that it was a really special ‘one to
one’ contact with the listener,
because | knew every part of the
patch, they identified with me and |
identified with them to the point of
being an extension of their lives,
thus we were able to produce some
great radio. Metro was a ‘weird' part
of both my personal life and career,
there is no doubt about that. | was
basically asked to bring my ‘Goffy In
The Morning’ style to the station, yet
within weeks the format of the
whole station changed with new
programme management, The new
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PC brought with him things like half
a hour of non stop music segments

to the output, it became very clear
then that | had to get out on MY

/ terms asap, | signed a 2 year contract

and started my show in January and
come August of the first year | was
pleading with the bosses at Metro
Radio to free me from the contract,
to let me start Goffy Media It took a
fair few hours of talks but thankfully
we were able to reach an agreement
to get myself out of the contract.
Metro had tried several times to get
me to move across from Century
Radio, so my agent Phil Dale had
arranged a really good financial
package for the switch. Looking back
at that period of my life it was
‘difficult’ to say the least, | had sadly
just lost my sister to cancer at a
young age, | was going through the
turmoil of a divorce, and the
heartbreak that it brings to a family.
Looking back now | should have just
been happy that | was in a situation
that was no pressure to me at



| am too busy working on exploring
new avenues with Goffy Media to
have time to miss being on air;
thankfully. The business is Goffy Media
and like you say, still working with the
big names. In recent working with
people like Katie Price, Chris Evans
and Peter Andre, we've organised
many events and a lot of tours for
