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(So they created their own heart,
good for them) So what’s the music
mix on your station?

Our Music Policy is based around
Radio 2 in the UK but being a
community station we are aware of
the fact that we need to cater for all
age groups. We therefore do have a
very wide range of shows.

It must be great playing to all the
holiday makers and having an x-pat
fan base as well.

Our listeners feel that we are very
much part of their lives as we are
able to give them news information
and advice about living here in Spain.
People who are holidaying out here
tend to pick us up inland and then
take us home with them, this has
resulted in our now having an
audience from Baghdad to Burnley -
and from New York to Oslo.

(I am slightly impressed, | don't now
if it's the heat or his great Goatee -
its hypnotic.) | did a season in Ibiza
doing Calla Longa radio in the 90's
the mid day bum show as | called it,
| had the pleasure of having to play
5,6,7,8 and the Macarena, 6 days'a
week for 7 months. Any horror
songs you have had to put up with?

| have always avoided the typical
Holiday and Football nightmare
tunes, but Sometimes you just cant
get away with it, 'Las Ketchup’, oh yes
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that song drove me MAD.

In Spain every village town and city
has their own Feria (week long
festival) and you will always find |
song that gets hammered to death on
every ride. This year its Yolanda B
Cool and We no Speak Americano so
that's the must play track.........its
starting to get to me now!lll”

(I am really starting to warm to him
or is the leather on my seat starting
to bum my legs?) So if you came
back to Blighty which station would
you like to work for?

Because there is a strong talk element
to the Lazy Siesta Show it would have
to be a station who are not [00%
music and gave some space to talk as
well. The only station | can think of
would be Radio 2.

Good choice Radio 2 definitely has
got the talking factor, so what's the
best and worst thing about working in
a Spanish radio station?

Best thing about being on Radio in
Southern Spain is the weather —
sunshine, sunshine and more sunshine.
Worst thing about Radio in Southern
Spain is being in the studio when the
Air - con isn't working.

You get your number of big and small
guests, how do you do your
interviews and any good stories?

Most of our interviews with guests
are pre-recorded however even that
can cause some hilarious moments
like trying to explain to Francis Rossi
why he’s not speaking to a Spaniard
and not to swear on air or keeping
David Hasslehoff under control or
The Radio Magazine

interviewing 2 female impersonators
live - just chaos. | think the worst
moment though was attempting wine
tasting on air with a local wine expert
and the editor of a brand new glossy
magazine. As | am sure you can
imagine it all went horribly wrong - |
didn’t know the magazine editor
hadn't eaten all day ...... she passed
out on a

(A little bit of sweat dribbles down
my face, as | start to wet my self
laughing, yep another mop and
bucket to go!) So who, if you could
have any one, would you like next on
the show, may be The Radio
Magazine readers could help you out?

Aside from the impossible - John
Lennon, the person | would most like
to chat to on air is David Bowie. |
think he has had a fascinating multi
faceted life and could just be so
interesting. Living through the times
and being involved in so much of our
current musical history. A true
superstar.

Like it, mine would be Michael Bublé
at the moment, | just want to see if
he really has a lisp or is it just me!
Anyway you definitely know your
stuff, so what three bits of advice can
you give out readers?

Three pieces of advice for anyone
wanting to get into the wonderful
wacky world of wadio, use the
presenters clock - split you show into
Ihr segments then into |5 minute
sections and fill each one with
something special - remember; ads
news and weather all will make up
part of the clock. Never put on a
false voice, be you, that's who we

want to hear.: Imagine one listener and
talk to him-her be friends with your
listener. Finally when you have nothing
to say, say NOTHING.

You're not the first presenter to say
that, so it must be good, so if any one
wants to work out here what's it like
to get work?

Getting a show here in Spain is no
more difficult the any where else the
difference is the payment is not as
good and you usually have to be
prepared to start off doing one show
a week and then getting the swing
jock job before getting a full time
show.

(I have to cut this a bit short, well it is
because | am wearing shorts and my
legs are moulding in to the black
leather chair | am sitting on, ooh the
pain, time to cut and dive into a cold
pool) Lee it has been a great holiday
experience to meet a man with a
great Goatee and a great radio
knowledge and background and for
that | give you the hot seats world
famous shameless plug.
