Your show is a remarkable
collection of the history of music

of your show?

My show (The Solid Gold Music
Show) tries to dig a little deeper
into the music, playing classic
album tracks, as well as B side’s,
rare tracks, oh and the songs you
know and love too of course! It's
oldies from the mid 50's right up
to the 90's, but primarily the 60's
and /0.

| don't think | have ever
interviewed or heard of any
syndicate community radio show
(if there are more out there |
would love to hear from you)
how does a community
presenter work his way to getting
to the level you are at with your
show?

Many years ago, | set up an
internet radio station, one of the
early net stations (Tyneside Net
Radio, later just TNR), back in
1998, profiling the style of music
on the Solid Gold Music Show.
Several years later; when licensing
laws for online stations changed,
and the cost of running an online
hobby station was too much for
me, | decided to put a weekly

show together, and get it on the
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
