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So nothing to do with the hunky
doctor on ward 10 then! So what's
your normal life like?

| grew up in Salisbury, a city famous
for it's Cathedral, Stonehenge and
Dave Dee, Dozy, Beaky Mick and
Titch. The City Hall, Salisbury’'s
‘premiere’ music venue was missed
off when bands were choosing their
tour route and therefore most of my
teens were spent either in my
bedroom with headphones on, in the
record shop or at the record stall at
Salisbury Market. | moved to
London when | was 20 and started
what was to become a love affair
with the Travel Industry. The last |3
years | have been Cabin Crew for an
airline. All that has changed really is
that instead of spending my time on
the record stall in Salisbury it's now
the record stall in Beijing! Old habits
die hard!

So what'’s the station like? Is the boss
any good, do you really like him?!
What help do you get in putting
your show together?

Do | like the boss? What a question?
Ha Hal Well, he is a huge music fan,
and musician himself and he generally
gives us carte blanche to do what
we want (within reason). Actually he
is very supportive. Hope you are
reading this Martin! As for show
content; we are pretty self sufficient
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with our shows... | do the prep for
my show and book the guests!

The boss lets you do anything and
you get to do your own show as you
want to, sounds like Radio |, looking
into your music background you're
into Latin and jazz how did that start?
Actually Jordy | am into nearly
everything music wise so | wouldn't
say Jazz and Latin are exclusive. | am
also a huge R & B fan, love Country,
adore Celtic, world music and am
pretty much into everything that is
current too. During my 20s | flirted
with playing the sax but it was a love
affair that was rather one sided... |
gave it up but | never gave up loving
it. As for Latin music....Who doesn't
love it? Makes me dream of
sangria... beaches and hot weather!
Hey | like a little jazz now and then,
but on the down side you openly
admit to liking Eurovision, has this
been your down fall or do your
listeners forgive you?

Yes | admit it! There! | have said it! |
am a huge Eurovision fan! My friends
and family are used to my obsession
with the show... for me it's pretty
nostalgic... as a kid it had the two
things | love most in it:  foreign lands
and music; what could be more
perfect? Throw in a bit of dry
sarcastic Terry and it was the highlight
of my year... you have to remember
| came from Salisbury! These days |
get the Cd before | even see the acts.
It was in fact the first show | did on
Radio Wey in April 2007 a ‘Eurovision
Extravaganza’. It's become a bit of a
tradition at the station. In the last 3
years | have presented the show with
another presenter Nicci Brighten, and
we have interviewed Katrina, minus
the waves, Ukraine's Ani Lorak and X
factor runner up and Eurovision
entrant Andy Abraham! As well as
the stars we usually have everything
from cow bells to glockenspiels. We
have even been known to smash
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plates during the Greek entry, it can
get a bit rowdy... our listeners seem
to enjoy it though!

You have what some national shows
don't have, a weather man, what's
that like?

Well my weatherman is sporadic...
sometimes he is there sometimes not.
It's an ever changing environment bit
like the weather itself really! | have
been lucky with my guests over the
years. | have had Chip Hawkes, front
man of the Tremeloes and comedian
Shazia Mirza to name but two. |
always try to get inspirational people
in to talk about their particular field.
In the Jazz world | have been
fortunate to meet some awesome
Jazz singers...in some instances | have
interviewed them in their own homes
which is just so amazing. For about a
year | tried to interview Susie Arioli
and finally | got out to Montreal and
she said ‘heh, you know what, just
come over to my house for coffee’.
That was exciting! We have become
firm friends and | often take photos
of her albums in the charts in places
like Singapore and beam it back for
her to see just how popular she is
becoming in the world.

That's a long way to go for a cup of
tea, mind you | did go to Oz with a
hot seat so | can understand where
she’s coming from, so what would be
your advice to people who want to
do hospital radio as a starting point
into regional and national radio?
Apply to your local hospital station
and be prepared to do a full range of
activities... people often make the
mistake of thinking they can go
straight in and have a show without
walking the wards and learning the
ropes.

So what’s your plan for the future
with all this radio knowledge you
have gained?

| plan to move into the commercial
world as soon as | can and give up

the day job. Music is more than a
passion for me it is the essence of
life... | once read in Hong Kong a
sign on a billboard which read:
“Without music life would be a
mistake"... | liked that, and always
remembered it because that is how |
feel about music! So yes, as soon as |
can do this full time | will be over the
moon!

Well let's see how much you have
learnt, all good pros know how to do
a good old shameless plug over to
you Mandy.

| have two shows... A morning show
where | play anything from Brad
Paisley to Kylie and you never know
who will be the next guest on that
show. Sometimes we even link up
with America for a surprise guest or
two! That is Thursday/Friday 9-12
depending on my work schedule, and
then | do the Night Owl show on
Saturday nights which is the best of
Jazz and Latin music that | have
collected around the world or
discovered in back street record
shops! Both Shows air on
