The figures
are looking good for me and | really
believe we'll pick up some of the
TOGS. | can't wait for the next
RAJAR: the trend for Magic is looking
really good. If | look into the Metro
studio I'm usually looking at the lovely
Anna Foster not Tony Horne, she's a
doll and a friend and a little known
fact is that my brother taught her to
sing at Trinity College of Music in
London.

Ah yes Lady Foster from the posh
side of town | have heard she’s a bit
of a babe, but hasn't she got a big
fireman husband and does he know
about your morning obsession?
Moving on - as the song says ‘those
Magic moments’ what's been yours so
far?

Too numerous - everyday is brilliant
and there is something special about
research session which | wasn't at but
| got a call at 7.25 from a guy who
had been there who told me that he
had left and gone to the Station to
get a train which he said was marked
Durham and he'd ended up in
Berwick and slept on the station
He'd just got back to Newcastle on
the first train available.

hopefully be chatting to Sir Richard
afterwards” Up 14 floors he came the
break ended and into the studio he
walked - It was as if we had rigged it
or pre recorded. What a moment!!

| am trying to find out the secrets to
a great show so | can put them into a
book to make millions, what's yours
and can | have the publishing rights?

Interaction is the main thing to
achieve. Obviously talking about what
my listener is talking about is
imperative. | try and mix todayness
with everything | do.You need
talkability as well which is an
important marketing tool. | want
people talking to workmates friends
and family about what we are doing
on the show. Sadly with the Win Win
Win mentality at the moment people
want something to listen in for too.
We are currently offering a listener
trip to Amsterdam and working on a
live broadcast and trip for listeners to
Dubai. | like to get interviews with all
types of guests which | hope | make

interesting and different than the
usual people who are there for just a
plug. Asking Hayley Westenra to do
the Hakka instead of playing a song
was far more fun.

Then | can't offer you a shameless
plug for your show or may be a book
coming out in the future?

No book yet, all in my head and on a
computer which crashed and died. |
am not only on the Magic | 152
Breakfast Show, but on the Magic
Network Sunday afternoons [-4pm
playing wonderful 60's tunes, It
started as my 6th show as an add on
but after 3 years it's market leader in
the NE and has huge Network
audience.

See | knew a plug was coming! Just a
quick one before we head off to the
snack machine and one of those nasty
coffees in a brown cup that drops
down when you put in your |0p,
who would you find it hard to work
with on air and why?

That's not a fair question - but I'd
probably say Kenny Everett as | would
never have got a word in edgeways,
but would have been happy to have
been that way.

It's been fun, great cheese and onion by
the way, mind you | would have
preferred prawn cocktail.
