When | walked on stage to a packed
arena my phone went off with loads
of messages from my friends who
were there, saying Wayne you won't
believe this but were at the Justin
Timberlake concert and someone has
just walked on to the stage that looks
just like youl The worst experience
was at an under |8's night when a
very large and tall 14 year stormed
the stage during a stage game, he was
clearly drunk and tried it on, | asked
him to leave and he grabbed me by
the throat and pinned me against the
wall. The doormen came and it took
three of them to restrain him, he later
went on to assault a policeman. It was
one of those “oh my god” moments!

Kids these days! So let's explain the
dining and quizmaster intro | gave
you.

Being invited to go on the Weakest
Link was great fun, it takes a full day
and it is very tiring but it's fun and
gives you some good on air content,
as for Come Dine With Me, it took a
whole week, time off, loss of revenue
from gigs and even though the
majority of people | have met
enjoyed it, like | said the footage they
had was re-edited to make me out to
be someone | am clearly not. They
had me down as a flash local D} who
thinks he is cool because he has
interviewed Blue. This was simply not
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the case. The producer asked my
dinner guests to ask me who | have
interviewed and to name some of the
less famous people, this was then
edited to make me sound as if | was
boasting that | had met Darius? The
programme also matches you to
people that will not get on and | must
admit | upset poor Jayne but we
clashed and | believed at the time she
was not being honest, telling me that
she dined at Gordon Ramsey's
restaurant on discount coupons she
had downloaded off the internet, and
her asking me to be on the radio
show caused me to grill her like an
interview to find out about the real
Jayne which resulted in her getting
upset to which | am very sorry.

And being a fly boy?

The greatest live show | did was from
a plane to tie in with the launch of
Superman the movie, | am the only
radio DJ to have piloted a plane and
done his show live, | thought | would
put the fact | have a pilot’s license to
good use. One thing | would like to
do is a radio version of Noel's
Christmas presents.

Can | be Mr. Blobby? | always like to
ask presenters about using their job
to get a good old freebee so what's
your view on blagging stuff?

The days of being able to blag stuff
now have well and truly gone and the
treats DJ's got have almost gone.
When | joined Metro in 1999 | think
that was the start of the end of

freebies. Then you used to be able to
self select the odd song on your
show which was normally your big
tune of the week, so record
companies would do their best to get
you to play a track, | was flown to
London one night put up in a fancy
hotel to see a band, | cannot
remember now who were
showcasing their talents. The party
was held at Madame Tussauds and the
drinks were flowing, this was all done
so local and national DJ's would play
their song. The Corrs management
took me and some journalists to
Dusseldorf to see them in concert
just so we would support their album
but the best blag was when we were
taken to Ibiza to present the evening
show live. For what reason | have no
idea but we did the show live,
everything was paid for. This would
never happen now, what a great way
to alienate your listeners by doing a
show live from a hot resort as they
are left at home!
